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1. Abstract

In the European legidative process, there are many stakeholders. Member States, European
ingtitutions, etc; this with the added complexity that texts have to be trandated into 23 official
languages (and counting). A vital part of such an architecture is a proper access control system.

2. Seamless L egidative Architecture

In a simplistic way, for countries (and political entities) with several languages, the final products
of the legidative process are multilingual laws; i.e., parald texts. Different parts are under the
control of different authorities. Though such a system would continue to be composed of
independent sub-systems, users in each authority should have the feeling of using one seamless
system [OAMPT].

3. Multilingual Parallel Text

Just the linguistic process by itself painfully complex as there are many participants: authors,
trandation, publication. This multiplied by several European institutions, each with its own
trandation department, that has to take into account aspects such as translation memories. At the
end, often several presentations are required such as for the Official Journal and the Web.
